·  Only 9.43% of Brazilian children up to the age of 3 attend nursery 
institutions? 

·  The average monthly income of those responsible for children in 
São Paulo is the equivalent of US$ 270? 

·  56% of children who enrolled in basic education do not last the 
course?
